SAFETY AND OPERATING RULES

The following regulations apply to all members. All members are responsible for safety, not just the officers. If
you see an unsafe practice or violation, it is your responsibility as a WAAM member to point this out to the
offending member. If this does not correct the situation, notify the Safety Officer or one of the other club
officers. Further action will be taken if necessary.

1. All pilots must have a current WAAM Membership card to fly.

2. Only current club members are allowed inside the chain link fence. Guests are allowed if accompanied by a
member.

3. All pilots must stand in the pilot box while flying. The area between the pilot box and field houseis a safe
area . There will be NO running engines and NO taxiing of planes behind the pilot box.

4. Engines must be fueled and de-fueled on the tables, starting stands, or concrete. NO FUELING ON THE
GRASS!

5. DO NOT start engines on the tables. Engine starts must take place on the starting stands or ground only.
6. Only five planes are allowed in the air at one time.

7. All takeoffs and landings will be onthe runway. Takeoffs and landings will be conducted into the prevailing
wind. Takeoffs are permitted only in the direction of the runway (not across the runway) and should take
place only after the pilot is standing in the pilot box.

8. DO NOT fly over the pit area or spectator/parking areas. Flying behind the flight line is strictly
prohibited! (The flight line is an imaginary line that extends parallel to the runway from the pilot s box to
each end of the field.) All flying should be over the center of the runway and to the east.

9. Pilots will not enter the runway area without announcing their presence. Once the pilot leaves the runway
area, announce the runway is clear.

10. Emergency landings take priority. If an emergency landing is declared, all other planes must make way for
the disabled plane to land. Pilots with emergencies must declare it and state the direction from which their
landing will take place. Pilots will be given priority when they call out "DEAD STICK!" or "I DON'T
HAVE IT!" If pilot loses control of their plane, shout it as loudly as possible so that observers may take
cover.

11. Mufflers are required on all 2-stroke engines of .15 size or larger. Mufflers are not required on 4-stroke
engines.

12. Members using FM frequency radios are REQUIRED to attach their membership card to the specific
channel on the Frequency Control Board BEFORE turning on their transmitter. If there is a member card
already attached to that channel, a pilot must wait until that person lands and removes their card before
attaching theirs. Failure to follow these rules may result in the loss of another member s plane. Members
using 2.4GHz radios are not required to use the Frequency Board.
